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In our reading lessons, we will be reading The Iron Man by Ted Hughes. Through this text, we will develop our reading skills: widening our vocabulary, making inferences, making predictions, explaining author intentions, retrieving information and summarising. Our writing this term will be based on the text, Stone Age Boy by Satoshi Kitamura. We will learn to craft a setting description, a newspaper report, a recount and a historical narrative. 
 

Curriculum in Dragonflies
Term 3

Maths

This term in maths, pupils will look at multiplication and division. We will look at equal groups, arrays, grouping and sharing. We will continue to gain confidence with our times tables and look at effective ways to multiply 2-/3-digit numbers. We will also look at measurement. We will gain confidence in measuring in mm, cm and m, add and subtract length and look at equivalent lengths. We will also be calculating perimeter. 











Computing: 
Programming: Scratch 
We will explore different code blocks, predict what they will do, and use them to create simple animations. We will remix existing projects by changing parts of the code, then test and debug our animations. We will also reflect on what worked well and how we could improve our work.

History: Would you have preferred to live in the Stone, Bronze or Iron Age? 
We will use timelines and archaeological evidence to find out what life was like, including learning about the Amesbury Archer. We will explore how bronze and iron changed farming and trade, and think about what evidence can and cannot tell us. We will also compare different prehistoric periods and decide which one we would have preferred to live in, explaining our reasons.
PE
This term, pupils will build confidence and teamwork as they develop ball-handling skills in hockey and improve balance, coordination and movement through gymnastics.
Science: Living things- Classification and Changing habitats 
We will learn to sort animals in different ways, including into vertebrates such as mammals, birds, reptiles, amphibians and fish, and into invertebrates. We will also group plants, including flowering and non-flowering plants, and find out about different habitats and the organisms that live in them. We will think about how humans and natural disasters can affect these habitats.

We will be learning numbers, months and how to talk about birthdays, including asking and answering questions. We will also explore French songs and festivals, comparing them with those in the UK.


RE: Signs and Symbols 
In RE we will be learning about religious signs and symbols. We will look at examples from different faiths, including Christianity, Islam, Hinduism and Judaism, and explore what these symbols mean and why they are important. We will learn how symbols can be used to represent God and help people express their beliefs.



PSHE: Our emotions 
We will be learning to understand and talk about our feelings and emotions. We will think about positive learning behaviours such as resilience, perseverance and independence, and how they help us in school and everyday life. We will practise strategies to manage our emotions and keep trying, even when things feel challenging.

Music: Creating compositions 
We will be responding to music through feelings, actions and movement. We will play melodies and rhythms in time with others, We will match our playing to different sections of an animation to help tell the story through sound.


Art: Prehistoric Art 
This term in art we will be exploring prehistoric art. We will learn how and when it was created, and use simple shapes to sketch and scale up our drawings. We will work with charcoal and natural-style pigments to recreate cave art, experimenting with colour mixing, textures and different equipment. We will also make positive and negative handprints and compare prehistoric paint with modern paint.
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
