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Term 4
Literacy 
This term Bumblebees shall be reading the book; The Curious Case of the Missing Mammoth by Ellie Hattie and Karl James Mountford. The children will develop their speaking, reading and writing skills. They will learn to talk confidently about stories, ask and answer questions, and make predictions and inferences about characters and events. Through shared, guided and independent writing, they will learn to write clear sentences and short narratives, using appropriate punctuation, conjunctions and tense. Children will develop their ability to describe characters and settings, write in different forms such as diaries, recounts, etc., and organise writing with a clear beginning, middle and end. By the end of the term, they will apply these skills independently to plan, write, edit and share a set of instructions on how to find a woolly mammoth. 
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Maths

This term in Maths, pupils will build their knowledge of Multiplication and Division, where we shall be practising our times tables and developing our knowledge of grouping and sharing. We will be looking for patterns in counting and our times tables. We shall also be using Numbots and TTRockstars to help with further practise, which we shall use both in school and at home. We shall also be starting to look at measurement, using both standard and non standard measuring.











Science: 
This term we shall be learning all about Plant growth. Looking at the different parts of plants, learning what they need to grow and talk about the life cycle of healthy plants. They will use their scientific skills to do observations, use measurement to record data and discuss the influence humans can have on the environment. 
Computing: 
This Term we shall be learning to use a computer more confidently and purposefully. Looking at how we can use use our mouse skills to create artwork and creating a self portrait using these skills.  

Geography: 
This term we shall be exploring the world, looking at different regions of the world and their temperature and climates. We shall learn all the continents and where they are. We shall discuss the Equator and where is sits on a map. We shall compare and contrast what it is like in the UK and Kenya. Finally discussing whether we would prefer to live in a hot place or a cold place and where that might be if we could choose. 

PE
This term, pupils will work on many different skills this term to develop the fine and gross motor skills. We shall be throwing and catching, running and jumping and more. We shall also be starting Tennis, looking at how we use a racket and beginning to hit the ball. 
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This term we shall finish learning about Safety in the world and the changing body. Talking about our human bodies and our own autonomy. Then we shall be looking at Citizenship, thinking about rules and how we can effect decisions. 
Design and Technology
This term we shall be looking at mechanisms. Discussing how different mechanisms make things move and turn. How axles and wheels are put together and how structures are made stable with the right materials. We shall then be working toward creating our own Fairground wheels. 
RE: 
This term we shall be looking at what a prophet is. Talking about the stories of these people and why people believe them to be important. Whilst also looking at how these stories compare to those we have previously learned.

Music: 
This term we shall be beginning to learn about musical symbols and representations.  We shall use our bodies and instruments to demonstrate changes in dynamics, tempo and pitch. 
Phonics
This term we shall be continuing to learn our Phase 5 phonics, learning about the different phonics that previously learned graphemes can make. We shall also be working our way towards the phonics check. 
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
